** For surgical patients** If your pet requires sedation or general anesthesia to accomplish a procedure. Even though every precaution has been taken to assure a positive outcome, complications, including death, are possible. In the event that your pet has an anesthetic complication we need to have your wishes on file in order to guide us in case we are unable to reach you in a timely manner. 
In addition to pre-surgical exams and laboratory analysis. Timonium Animal Hospital utilizes state of the art Monitoring equipment: EKG, Blood pressure, pulse oximetry and temperature monitoring, to aid our staff in effectively managing our sedated and anesthetized patients have dedicated personnel to assist them through recovery 

** For hospitalized patients ** If your pet requires hospitalization for treatment and monitoring of serious medical problem. Every effort is being made to diagnose, treat, and care for your pet. In spite of our team’s best efforts, some medical conditions may cause your pet to deteriorate, and in extreme events, lead to cardiopulmonary arrest (loss of an effective heartbeat and ability to breath spontaneously.) in the event that your pet has a medical complication or cardiopulmonary arrest, we need to have your wishes on file in order to guide us in case we are unable to reach you in a timely manner.  
CPR- Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation is the treatment provided for a pet who has stopped breathing or whose heart has stopped beating. Resuscitation of a pet who has stopped breathing (but still has a heartbeat) is more likely to be successful than a pet who has no heartbeat.
DNR- Do Not Resuscitate means that if a pet stops breathing or his/her heart has stopped, no effort should be made by our veterinary professionals to attempt to revive the pet, and the pet will be allowed to die. 

IN THE EVENT OF A MEDICAL CRISIS

I wish for the doctors of the Timonium Animal Hospital to perform CPR on my pet if he/she suffers respiratory or cardiac arrest. I understand that my pet may or may not respond to this life-saving procedure. I understand that if my pet survives because of CPR, he/she may have permanent health issues.
