CONSENT  FOR  ANESTHESIA  AND  SURGERY

Surgery  usually involves general anesthesia so that removal or alteration of tissue will be painless. Anytime an anesthetic is used, there are some risks involved (including sudden death). For this reason we recommend a thorough pre-anesthetic evaluation. This evaluation helps to detect any problems in your pet so that the veterinarian can decide if the benefit to your pet outweighs the risks.

If the results of the pre-anesthetic exam and/or tests reveal that there is an increased risk to your pet, one of the staff veterinarians will contact you to discuss the findings before any procedures are performed. In the event that we are unable to reach you by phone, then nothing will be done until we are able to talk with you directly.

One of the major advances in veterinary medicine within the last few years has been in the field of pain management. While the anesthetic allows for relatively painless surgery, once the anesthetic wears off, the pain suppression is lost. We do require the use of post operative pain medications for your pet to ease the discomfort over the next few days. The cost of the pain management protocol, which includes post operative injection as well as medication for 3 days of home use is $35.00. If the surgical procedure is extensive and more pain medication is indicated then there may be additional charges which will be discussed with you when your pet goes home.
