General anesthesia has become safer in recent years with the advent of newer drugs and better patient monitoring, but procedures requiring anesthesia are always associated with a certain amount of risk, whether the patient is a person or a pet. Like you, we want to minimize that risk as much as possible and will perform a thorough physical exam before surgery. Some conditions may not, however be evident on an exam.  Because your pet is either an older animal or otherwise falls into a higher risk category it is our normal procedure to perform pre-anesthetic blood testing. This includes a CBC and mini-profile to check blood glucose as well as liver and kidney function.  If for some reason you do not wish for this testing to be performed you may opt out of it.
